TRY this  for  an offer  you could easily refuse. How w ould you like to be locked in a room for  a 
couple of days  with an ir r itable, depressed m alcontent who also happ ens  to be im periously sm art , 
bored and m ore than a litt le spoiled? Say no, and you will m iss  not only a splendid entertainm ent 
but also an odd and seduct ive m editat ion on the hum an condit ion.  
 
With "Sm illa©s  Sense of Snow,"  his  Am erican debut following two previous  books, the Danish 
novelist Peter  Hoeg finds  his  own uncomm on vein in narrat ive terr itory worked by writers  as  var ied 
as  Mart in Cruz Sm ith and Graham Greene - -  the suspense novel as  explorat ion of the heart . Mr. 
Hoeg©s  heroine, Sm illa Jaspersen, is  the daughter  of an Eskim o m other  who was  a nom adic nat ive 
of Greenland and a wealthy Danish anesthesiologist father, parentage that endows  her  with the 
resil ience of the frozen north and urban civil izat ion©s  existent ial m alaise. One day just before 
Chr istm as, Sm illa a r rives  at her  Copenhagen apartm ent building to find a neighbor  boy, 6-year-old 
I saiah Chr ist iansen, sprawled face down in the snow, dead after  a fall from the roof of a nearby 
warehouse.  
 
But did I saiah fall? Sm illa suspects  not ,  based on her  accidental enchantm ent with this  adorable 
and neglected child.  I saiah, also an Eskim o, l ived with h is  alcoholic, welfare-addicted m other, 
Juliane, who could barely rouse herself to dress  him sufficient ly , let alone protect and nour ish h im . 
Though Sm illa cheerfully hates  children, she allowed herself to be adopted by I saiah as  his  
caretaker, giving him baths, som et im es  lett ing him slee p in the sam e bed with her  and reading to 
him from , of all things, Euclid©s  "Elem ents."   
 
The choice of books  is  not arbit rary. Mathem at ics  is  the first of two reigning m etaphors  in Sm illa©s  
view of the wor ld. "The num ber  system is  l ike hum an life,"  she says, with negat ive num bers  " the 
form alizat ion of the feeling that you are m issing som ething."  Perhaps  as  a result of both casual 
racism toward Eskim os  and her  own tem peram ent , Sm illa a dm its  she finds  num bers  easier  to cope 
with than people, a t rait t hat could m ake her  disagree able. But whether  rooted in m athem at ics  or  



a preference for  her  own com pany, Sm illa©s  capacity for  observat ion never  fails  to charm or  
am use. Playing a Danish Pascal,  she tosses  off inspired epigram s  on any subject at hand - -  
fr iendship, self- centeredness, children, death.  
 
Her  second essent ial m etaphor  is  the cold, not surpr ising given her  history,  and app ropriate to a 
novel set em ot ionally and literally in winter.  Told she courts  danger  by walking on the frozen 
Copenhagen harbor,  she replies, " I  have a good relat ionship with ice."  When asked how, based 
solely on seeing I saiah©s  foo tpr ints, she can be certain som eone chased him from the warehouse 
roof, she replies, " I  have a sense of snow."  I t is  a t r ibute to Mr. Hoeg©s  skil l that such lines  do not 
seem laughable, not least because Sm illa©s  upbr inging, divided betwee n Greenland and Denm ark, 
is  cont inuously fascinat ing and fee ls  unquest ionably authent ic.  
 
The t ruth is  that aside from her  sense of snow, Sm illa has  st ronger  reasons  to doubt t he official 
story.  Honor ing a "pact with I saiah not t o leave him in the lurch, never,"  she sets  out t o discover  
who k illed him . The journey starts  at t he local m edical exam iner©s  office and ends, weeks  later,  on 
a ship navigat ing the ice floes  of Greenland - -  a long, potent ially lethal road on behalf of a boy who 
once ingenuously asked, "When you die, Sm illa, can I  have your  hide?"  Along the way, Sm illa 
sketches  a shrewd and m oving port rait of her  parents© m ar riage, viciously dissects  Denm ark©s  
near-colonial t reatm ent of her  m other©s  people and d iscovers, at t he age of 37, how it feels  to fall 
in love.  
 
Any m an who dares  to write an ent ire novel from a wom an©s  point of view should be wary. But Mr. 
Hoeg succeeds. The invest igat ion on which he sends  Sm illa, however,  never  quite m easures  up to 
the br il l iant t one of it s  tell ing. Far  too o ften the story takes  convoluted turns, som e so il l m ot ivated 
as  to see m random . I n the adventure©s  final chapters, a reader  m ay wish Mr. Hoeg had supplied 
m arginal notes  to explain precisely what©s  going on.  
 
This  sort of haphazard plot t ing would sink an ordinary novel, but Sm illa m akes  the t r ip worthwhile.  
Her  voice, in an engaging t ranslat ion by Tiina Nunnally , is  the nervy, insistent voice of m odernity -
-  cynical, angry, desperate for  m eaning, weary of the state and it s  int rusions. " I  don©t like being 
watched,"  Sm illa says. " I  hate punch cards  and flex t im e. . .  .I  detest passport cont rol and bir th 
cert ificates  . .  .  the whole rot ten m onst rosity of governm ent cont rols  and d em ands."  Blithely 
sardonic, she is  always  ready with the clever  quip. Of Bert rand Russell©s  dictum that pure 
m athem at ics  is  " the f ield in which we don©t know w hat we©re talk ing about or  to what extent what 
we say is  t rue or  false,"  Sm illa tells  us, "That©s  the way I  feel about cooking."   
 
I f "Sm illa©s  Sense of Snow"  is  an indicat ion of what Peter  Hoeg has  in store for  us, he m ay yet be 
offered a provisional chair  in the corner  of literary heaven reserved for  great suspense novelists, 
perm anent residency being denied unt il he forsakes  confusion as  a plot device. I n the m eant im e, 
he has  created an ir resist ible heroine. Despite her  professed m isanthropy, Sm illa Jaspersen has  far  
m ore sym pathy for  hum an foibles, and for  herself,  than she can acknowledge. Being locked up 
with her  turns  out t o be an unexpected pleasure.
